DISCOVER is a unique, experiential, integrated skills language program. This program is theme-based
and provides opportunities for students to engage in dynamic classroom activities around high-interest
global topics. While the focus of the morning classes is on acquiring new language, the afternoon
projects classes give students the opportunity to apply what they’ve learned not only in the classroom,
but also on the UBC campus and out in the Vancouver community.

DISCOVER uses an intensive project-based approach to learning and provides students with the

language skills and confidence to get out of the classroom and communicate confidently in real-life

situations. The ELI Placement Test is used to place students in the appropriate level before the program

begins.
