1. Program Length and Enroliment Period

2, Admissions
Admissions are offered twice a year: in April and September each.

3. Completion of Program

For students to complete their one-year or half-year Japanese Language Program and receive a
Certificate of Completion, they must earn a certain number of credits (26 credits for one year and 13
credits for half year).

*If you are enrolled as a one-year student and withdrawn from the program after a half year (a
semester), you cannot receive a Certificate of Completion.

*Japanese Language Program students can register for up to 14 credits of Japanese Language
Courses per semester. However, due to registration errors or lottery results, 14 credits are not
guaranteed.

*In addition to Japanese language courses, you can optionally take up to 4 credits or 2 courses of
courses provided by other schools and centers. However, please note that courses provided by
other schools and centers do not count towards your required credits for JLP program completion.
(Exception: Credits from “BAEEZ(E#IB” courses offered at Global Education Center count
towards JLP program completion.)

Japanese Language Program student is regarded as a first-year student at Waseda University,
regardless of year at your home university. Therefore, you can register for neither the courses
whose eligible year is 2nd year and above nor the course offered by Graduate Schools.

ﬂ Regarding Credit System ~ \
The credit system is commonly used in universities. It is a system whereby students are

given credits for taking courses and passing examinations in accordance with certain
standards. The number of credits for each course at Waseda University is standardized in
accordance with FHEHKF =8I, where one credit is to be comprised of course content that
requires 45 hours of study. The number of class hours required per credit, regardless of the
teaching method (lecture, seminar, etc.), is to be determined by each undergraduate or
graduate school within the range of 15 to 45 hours. The number of class hours of 14 weeks
with one class period (100 minutes) each week is regarded as 30 hours at the university.

A one-credit course is to be comprised of course content that requires 45 hours of study.
For example, to earn one credit (one class period per week for 14 weeks), students are
expected to study outside of class for 15 hours as well as the 30 hours of class time.
Considering there are 14 weeks per semester, each class requires approximately one hour
of studies (preparation, review, etc.) each time outside of class.

As you can see, in order to acquire credits, it is necessary to secure the necessary study

time not only during class hours but also outside of class hours. Therefore, we set a limit for
the number of credits that can be registered in one semester.
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4. Japanese Courses for the 2026 Academic Year

Credits given for each course are based on the number of classes offered in a week. For courses
offered by the Center for Japanese Language, one credit consists of 14 weeks, a 100-minute class
per week. All classes are instructed in Japanese.

B Cancellation of a Japanese Language Class
Class cancellation information will be posted on MyWaseda and the bulletin boards on the 1st/4th
floors of Building 22. For online classes, it will also be posted on Waseda Moodle.
M University-Wide Class Cancellation Policy during a Semester
During severe and dangerous weather conditions, earthquakes, power outage and strikes, the
university may issue a directive to cancel classes (except classes on public holidays or during
vacation time) and postpone examinations, etc. Directives involving such contingency measures
on any campus will apply to all courses and examinations taking place in person on the
designated campus.
All affected students are expected to keep themselves informed and heed such directives.
Students are advised to delay their commute or to refrain from coming to campus when their
commuting routes (to the campus where their classes are taking place) are under any severe-
weather warning issued by the Meteorological Agency or a “J-Alert” warning concerning a
potential ballistic missile attack, and they feel that commuting will endanger their safety. In such
cases, students should submit a completed “Notification of Absence” to the office of their
affiliated department for approval and show the approved form to their course instructors when
requesting consideration for that absence.
= Special Exemptions to Cancellation of Classes and Postponement of Examinations:
*For online classes, there may be cases in which it is difficult for students to participate online
due to adverse weather conditions, etc. Students should determine for themselves if they are
unable to participate in that day’s classes, and in such cases, they can request consideration
for the absence the following day through the office of their affiliated department (school or
graduate school).
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(1) Class Cancellation due to Severe Weather

Any decision to cancel classes, postpone examinations, or enact other contingency measures due
to severe weather is the responsibility of the University and will not be based solely on warnings and
advisories issued by the Japan Meteorological Agency.

However, when weather conditions are severe (heavy rainfall, flooding, high winds, blizzard
conditions, heavy snow, etc.) or when a warning has been issued by the Japan Meteorological
Agency and a determination has been made by the university that current conditions pose a danger
to the safety of students and employees, the university will enact contingency measures involving
the cancellation of classes, postponement of examinations, etc. Directives involving such
contingency measures on any campus will apply to all courses and examinations taking place on
the designated campus.

1) If the university decides to enact contingency measures involving the cancellation of classes,
postponement of examinations, etc., the university will inform all students of the decision no less
than two hours prior to the start of each affected class period or examination via the
communication channels shown below.

2) Based on the prevailing weather conditions during a typhoon, heavy snow, etc., where forecasts
with reasonable accuracy can be made, the university may issue an emergency bulletin a day in
advance to cancel classes, postpone examinations, etc. In such cases, a decision will be made
by 7 p.m. and a notification posted for students via the communication channels shown below by
9a.m.

(2) Class Cancellation due to the Occurrence of a Severe Earthquake

(3) Class Cancellation in the Event of a Large-Scale Power Outage
In case a large-scale power outage occurs unpredictably in the wake of overwhelming demand
for electricity, the University will cancel classes as follows. Classes will resume from the 1st period
of the day following the restoration of electric power.
1) If a large-scale power outage occurs during a class period (1st-6th period):
Remain calmly inside the classroom until the situation is under control. All classes scheduled for
the rest of the day will be cancelled.
2) If a large-scale power outage occurs outside a class period:
All classes scheduled for the day will be cancelled.

(4) Class Cancellation due to a Transport Strike
Waseda, Toyama, Nishi-Waseda Campus should refer to items 1), 2), 3), and 4), below.

Tokorozawa Campus should refer to items 1), 2), 3), and 5), below:

1) If JR or any other public transport company goes on strike (a general strike or a JR strike), the
following arrangements will apply:
A. If the strike ends by 12 midnight of the previous day, classes will proceed as normal.
B. If the strike ends by 8 a.m. on the day in question, classes will start from Period 3.
C. If the strike does not end by 8 a.m., all classes will be cancelled.
It should be noted that the above does not apply to work-to-rule action at JR or to strikes affecting
private railway companies.
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2) If JR in the Tokyo Metropolitan area goes on a limited (local) strike, classes will proceed as
normal.

3) If JR in the Tokyo Metropolitan area goes on a full-scale time-limited strike, the following
arrangements will apply:

A. If the strike ends by 8 a.m., classes will start from Period 3.
B. If the strike ends by 12 noon, classes will start from Period 6.
C. If the strike continues past 12 noon, all classes will be cancelled.

4) If only private railways excluding JR, or the Metropolitan Transport Authority, go on strike, classes
will proceed as normal.

5) If either the Seibu Railway Shinjuku Line or Seibu Railway Ikebukuro Line goes on strike, or even
if neither of the Seibu Railway lines are on strike but both Seibu Bus and Seibu Motors go on
strike, then the following arrangements will apply:

A. If the strike ends by 8 a.m., classes will start from Period 3.
B. If the strike continues past 8 a.m., all classes will be cancelled.

4, Attendance
Students are obligated to attend at least 2/3 of classes. In addition, an attendance record of

less than 2/3 of the total class hours will result in a failing grade, regardless of examination
results.”

If you were unable to attend a class due to iliness or other unavoidable circumstances, you should
promptly present to the instructor a copy of a medical certificate prepared by a doctor or another
official document to explain the reason. Note that usually the CJL office cannot issue any documents
concerning your absence except for cases that apply to the following section, “5.Special
consideration for leave of absence.”

*Special consideration of attendance depends on the decision by the instructor(s) in the relevant

class(es). Submitting an official document does not guarantee that your absence will be excused.

5. Special Consideration for Leave of Absence

The University has systems in place to prevent students who are on a leave of absence due to the
special reasons listed below from being unfairly disadvantaged in assessments. Students who fail to
meet coursework requirements such as class attendance (including that for on-demand courses),
submission of assignments, exam-taking should consult the office of their affiliation in order to request
special academic consideration and seek advice from their course instructors. Please note that the

final decision on a student’s absences will be made by the instructor(s) of each class.

(1) Bereavement Leave

1) Applicable cases:
Bereavement of a first-degree family member (parent, child), second-degree family member
(sibling, grandparent, grandchild), or spouse.

2) Number of days:
In principle, up to seven consecutive class-meeting days. (If international travel is involved,
extra days may be granted.)

3) Procedure:

A) Notify the CJL office within ten days after the end of bereavement leave and obtain a
“Notification of Absence due to Bereavement” form.

B) Promptly submit the completed “Notification of Absence due to Bereavement” form, along with
appropriate documentation, such as a funeral acknowledgment card to the CJL office. (*In the
event the deceased is your guardian, please also complete the procedure to change your
guardians.)

C) The CJL office reviews the submitted documents and sign them.

D) Submit the signed “Special Consideration Request for Absence due to Bereavement” form to
your course instructors and ask for consideration for academic work missed during your
bereavement leave.
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(2) Designated Infectious Diseases

In order to prevent the spread of highly infectious diseases, students who have contracted any
of the specified diseases will not be allowed to attend class, based on the authority of the School
Health and Safety Act (the length of the suspension period is based on Mandatory Suspension

Guidelines).

Please draft and submit assignments and papers in accordance with the instructions given by each
instructor. In addition, papers submitted for evaluation must be an expression of the author’s original
research, thoughts and ideas. For this reason, any use of ideas, graphs or designs created by a third
party, whether circulated in print or on the internet, must be clearly marked as such and the original
source must be properly cited.

Example: Ruth Benedict wrote in “The Chrysanthemum and the Sword” (1946) that “The arc of life in
Japan is plotted in opposite fashion to that in the United States” (pg. 310).

Papers that obfuscate or do not properly cite their sources will be considered to be plagiarism and a
violation of copyright law. Students who are judged to have plagiarized the work of others may be subject
to disciplinary punishment such as receiving a failing grade for their paper and possibly for the entire
course. Please take due care to cite your sources before submitting papers.

Please be aware that the CJL office cannot forward assignments or papers from students to
instructors under any circumstance.
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IV. Grades

1. Grades
Student's grades for individual course are determined on the basis of the results of class examinations,

report submissions, and class performance. A score of 60 or higher will result in a passing grade.

Any student who fails to complete course examinations as instructed without acceptable reasons or
who fails to submit all required term papers will receive a failing grade for that course.

In addition, an attendance record of less than two-thirds of the total class hours will result in a

failing grade, regardless of examination results.

2. GPA
(1) Calculation of GPA

Waseda University uses a conversion system called Grade Points to calculate GPA (4 points for A*,
3 points for A, 2 points for B, 1 point for C, and zero points for Failing Grades).

Grade Point Average (GPA) is a score calculated by multiplying “total number of credits by grade
(A+, A, B etc.)” and “corresponding grade point (4 for A+, 3 for A, etc.)”, then adding the obtained
figures for all grades and dividing the result by the “total number of registered credits”.

The total number of registered credits includes courses that resulted in a failing grade.
This will be calculated in the following formula:
Calculation Formula |
*1[(No. of A* credits X4) + (No. of A credits X3) + (No. of B credits X2) + (No. of C creditsX 1) + (No. of Failing Gradesx0)]

= GPA*2

Total number of registered credits

*1 No. of “*(grade)” credits = total number of credits per grade.
For example, if you earned an “A” in a course worth one credit, you add 1 to the “A” total. However,
if you earned an “A” in a course worth 5 credits, you would add 5 to the “A” total.
*2 GPA will be rounded to the second decimal place. (The third decimal place is rounded off.)
(2) Courses using GPA calculation
GPA calculation is used in all registered courses.
(3) Notification and certificate of GPA
Please note that GPA will appear on the Notice of Academic Record on MyWaseda.
“Transcript of Academic Record / GPA” indicating GPA and grades is available.
“Transcript of Academic Record” does not include GPA.

Course registration is prohibited during the period of suspension.

(4) Itis prohibited to lend your Student ID Card to others.

(5) If astudent’s address changes, they must register the new address on MyWaseda immediately.

(6) If the Student ID Card is lost or damaged, students must apply for re-issuance at the CJL office
and pay a processing fee of ¥2,000.

(7) Students must return their Student ID Cards to the CJL office upon completion of their courses
or their withdrawal. Certificates and Transcripts cannot be issued if a student fails to return their
Student ID Card.

Based on instructions from the Immigration Service Agency of the Ministry of Justice, in
order to facilitate the administration of foreign residents, Waseda University requires all
international students to submit documents showing their current visa status and approved
period of stay.

Students who change their visa status or extend their period of their stay must submit
notification of this change as soon as they complete the relevant procedures.

Students are responsible for completing any required immigration procedures by
themselves.

Students are advised to complete these procedures well in advance of any relevant
deadlines.

1. Overview

Those who stay in Japan with a residency status of “Student (B8=)” will not be able to stay in Japan
or work part-time after the end of their enrollment period because their status will be revoked
regardless of the validity period stated on their residency card.

Hence, you must update the status of residence or leave the country after the end of your
enrollment period. Be sure to complete all immigration procedures and if there is anything you are
unsure of, please ask the Center for Japanese Language, the Center for International Education or the
Immigration Service Agency. You must not work or remain in the country illegally.

Please also note that students with “Student” status are advised to enroll in 10 or more hours of
classes per week. (Exceptions may apply if students have health issues etc.)

7. Health Insurance and Health Check-Up

(1) National Health Insurance (Insurance fee is required.)
All international students must join the National Health Insurance System (Kokumin Kenkou

Hoken). You can apply for it at the National Health Insurance section at the ward/city office of your
residence.

After the application is completed, you will receive a National Health Insurance Card.

When you need a medical care at clinic or hospital, you must present your National Health
Insurance Card to a receptionist or doctor. In ordinary cases, nearly 70% of your medical expenses
will be covered. After receiving treatment, you will pay 30% of the medical costs. (You will have 70 %
of your medical costs covered). National Health Insurance does not cover costs related to childbirth,
injuries due to traffic accidents, general health check-ups, and/or cosmetic surgery.

After you finish your study and before leave Japan, you must complete the relevant
procedures to withdraw from National Health Insurance at your local ward/city office.

(2) Health Check-Up
The University carries out health checkups for Japanese Language Program students.
One year program students take free. Half-year program students need cost.

(3) Waseda University Student Health Promotion Mutual Aid Association(not available)
The financial aid provided by this association is only for regular full-time degree students. Please
note that_Japanese Language Program students are not eligible for it.

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11. Harassment Prevention
Waseda University has instituted a variety of measures as part of its commitment to harassment
prevention. This includes not only the establishment of the Waseda University Guidelines for
Harassment Prevention, as well as consultation and grievance procedures, but also through educational
activities in print, online, and in seminars, etc. aimed at raising awareness and proactively deterring
harassment.

Q: What constitutes harassment?

A: Harassment as defined by the University’s guidelines includes all forms of expression and behavior, which
reflects unfavorably, causes discomfort, or otherwise insults the dignity of the victim on matters including
one’s sex, social status, ethnicity, national origin, beliefs, age, occupation, physical characteristics or
features, and one’s identity. In general, harassment in universities takes one of the following forms: sexual
harassment, any expression or behavior of an offensive, sexual nature; academic harassment, any offensive
expression or behavior relating to one’s studies, education, or research; and power harassment, any
expression or behavior of an offensive nature made by a person of superior social standing or someone who
has authority over the victim.

Q: Why is harassment considered a problem?

A:  From the victim’s perspective, harassment hinders the ability to establish and maintain a comfortable
environment for learning, research, and employment; the overall impact of such negative behavior
constitutes an infringement on the victim’s human rights. Sometimes, actions and behavior taken by
someone without the slightest thought can be the cause of almost unbearable distress to others. Harassment
cases often have an adverse impact on the daily lives of those who have come forward as victims.

Q: Can students ever be accused of perpetrating harassment?

A:  Yes, of course.

For example, one could easily imagine the following scenario taking place at a social mixer involving students
belonging to one of the University’s many interest groups (“circles”).

When a student makes repeated comments of a sexual nature in front of others; pressures others

into drinking alcohol; or persistently asks a member to go out on a date, and such behavior results

in other students feeling uncomfortable, these actions become examples of sexual harassment and

power harassment.

Q: If you feel that you or someone you know may be experiencing “harassment in some form,” what should
you do?

A:  If you feel that you are a victim of harassment, or know of a friend who may be a victim, or have a question
or opinion regarding the University’s policy and procedures, please do not hesitate to contact our
Consultation Desk manned by our staff of trained professionals.
