The Waseda Arena is a multipurpose facility which is located on the Toyama Campus.
The main arena, located two stories underground, is designed to meet specifications
in line with official arena regulations for international tournaments. Therefore, it can
be used as an athletic training area and stadium as well as for commencement and
entrance ceremonies.

At the Waseda Arena, there is an outdoor public space “Toyama Hill”, “the Waseda
Sports Museum”, Learning Commons “W Space”, and a cafe which serve as a hub for
various people on campus to meet and interact.

Inside the facility, various measures are taken to accommodate those with special needs.
