(2) Have no previous working experience as a research associate (BjF) / Assistant
Professor (non-tenure-track) (Bh#) at Waseda university
(Those who have working experience as a research associate (#/f7t8)F) at Waseda
university are eligible to apply.)

(3) If you are enrolled in a master / doctoral program, you must be enrolled in Waseda
University.
(During your employment period, you are not allowed to enroll in a master / doctoral
program at other universities.)

(4) Have previous experience in tutoring or instructing academic writing at any
institution (not as a home/private tutor)

(5) (As a person in charge of English Academic Writing) Have a high level of English
proficiency to be able to provide instruction regarding English academic writing.
(As a person in charge of Japanese Academic Writing) Have a high level of Japanese
proficiency to be able to provide instruction regarding Japanese academic writing.

(6) Have the ability to communicate with other faculty members in both Japanese and
English, regardless of which position (in charge of Japanese Academic Writing or
English Academic Writing) an applicant applies.
