New Perspectives on Global Order

PURPOSE

In recent years the winds of anti-globalism have swept through the world, spreading through Western Europe and other regions. In
the 1990s, far-right political parties emerged and gained seats in the legislatures of some Western European nations by feeding
upon discontent over the loss of jobs due to an influx of foreign workers. More recently, as protest movements broke in many EU
nations against the acceptance of refugees, Britain held a national referendum on June 23, 2016 that decided their nation would
leave the European Union. In November of the same year, Republican candidate Donald Trump won the presidential election in the
United States, running under an "America First" platform of restricting the number of immigrants and refugees. Neoliberal govern-
ment policies of liberalization and deregulation hollowed-out industries, caused the loss of jobs, and increased inequality - and
these election results and protest movements all drew upon the dissatisfaction of people towards the failure of their countries' gov-
ernments to address such problems. However, criticism of globalism is not limited to the issues of economic policy in Western coun-
tries. There are also insights from other parts of the world: ideological and cultural perspectives that go beyond regional borders.

This symposium explores not only economic views of global order, but also ideological and cultural perspectives, with the aim of
considering theoretical approaches to a new global order.

[Session 1]

This session will consider non-European perspectives of global order. As the concept of globalism was originally something con-
ceived by Western intellectuals, it has presupposed the ideals, systems, customs, and culture found in Western societies. However,
the spread of globalization beyond the West and into other regions has naturally resulted in a collision with different conceptions of
global order. This session will explore differing regional views of global order.

[Session 2]

This session will consider inter-regional ideological and cultural perspectives of global order. Until now, there has been a Western
focus to globalism, in which there is movement of people, goods, and money among countries with shared history, institutions, and
religion. Under such conditions, there were not major differences in opinion over issues of economic growth and development. The
spread of globalization to non-Western regions has, however, made it necessary to add new elements to the global order. For
example, if it is important to adopt non-economic elements in achieving the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), one must
re-examine the order's impact on the global environment. It is also necessary to rethink the global health governance in achieving
the SDGs. Furthermore, it is conceivable that the global order can exist under authoritarian regimes. The aim of this session will be
to consider new elements that should be included in the global order.
