This guideline is specifically for dormitory applications for exchange
students. Regular degree-seeking students are not eligible to apply for these
dormitories.

Only those who have received a notice of acceptance for the exchange
program from Waseda University for Spring 2026 can apply using these
guidelines.

Those who plan to take classes only during the quarter are not eligible to
apply. Only those who intend to reside in the dormitory for one semester or
longer may apply.

All students who wish to reside at the Dormitories for Exchange Students
must apply from January 14th at 10:00 to February 4th at 10:00 (Japan
time).

Please carefully check this guideline's information before sending an
application form.

If you miss the deadline for the application, we will not assigh you a room
in the dormitories.

Lottery results will be released to the e-mail address registered upon
application by February 18",
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. Details of the dormitories

We provide exchange students with three dorms: ‘Waseda University International
Student House (Sodai-ryo)’, ‘Waseda Hoshien’, and ‘Nishi Waseda International
Student House (Nishi-Waseda)'. The following website provides general information
and an FAQ.

- These three dormitories are exclusively for international exchange students and

specific Double Degree Program students. Our Resident Assistants (RAs) are regular
students at Waseda University.

Please note that the number of rooms is just for your reference because all of the
rooms are not available at once.
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3. Points to be checked before applying

. Lottery

We will decide on accommodation placement by computerized lottery. It is not on
a first-come-first-served basis.

- You can choose the desired dormitories in the application but cannot choose a room.

Based on the responses to the application, the university will assign a room for you.

- You may not move to another dormitory for exchange students as well as to another

room in the same dormitory.

- You can choose the desired dormitories if you have any. However, please note that

we will not assign a room in the dormitories that you do not choose.

If you do not particularly have any desired dormitory, due to the limited humber of
rooms, we recommend you choose “Any dorm is acceptable” in the application
form to increase the possibility of being assigned to a room.

Example: In case you choose “Nishi-Waseda” only, and there are available rooms
in the other two dormitories only (Sodai-ryo or Waseda Hoshien), you will not be
able to get a room, and it will be offered to the next applicant even if you are on
the higher priority than others.

If a room in our dormitory is unfortunately not assigned to you, you will need to
look for accommodation by yourself.

We do not have a waiting list for our dormitories. We will be offering the information
to those who were not assigned to our dormitories and are the runner-up in the
lottery. However, those opportunities were very few in the previous years.

. Dormitory Rules and Regulations

If you violate the dormitory rules and regulations, you may receive a severe penalty.
Please ensure you have read and understood the ‘Rules and Regulations for Waseda
University Exchange Students’ Dormitories’ on our website from the link below
before applying for our dormitories.

Besides the dormitory rules, you are required to follow the matters stated in the
‘Dormitory Agreement’.

iiil. Moving-in/Move-out

- The contract period is set from the move-in date through the end of the program
(the move-out date is designated under the agreement). You are not allowed to
change/extend the contract period. (The moving-out date is written on the contract
and designated due to preparation for the next semester and operation of the
short-term exchange programs.)
Please see the FAQ for the information regarding the final moving-out date of the
dormitory. If you cannot find the final moving-out date for your program/situation,
the information will be updated once it is ready.
If you need to move out during the contract period for any reason, you must pay
1.5 months (45 days) of the rent as a penalty fee for the cancellation.
No one is allowed to apply for a dormitory in the middle of the program.
If you leave the dormitory for personal reasons, you are not allowed to return to
our dormitories. You will have to arrange your own accommodation by yourself.
If you have to cancel the application for the dormitories after submitting the
application, please inform us before the announcement date of the accommodation
arrangement results. In other words, you may not cancel the application after the
announcement of the result. If you cancel it after the announcement, please be
aware that it might influence students coming from your home university.

iv. Support for special needs
“Student’s Condition Report” submitted to Waseda University through your home
university will be shared with the Dormitory Desk of the Student Affairs Section if
necessary.
If you need any special support regarding residence life, you must provide the
information in the application form.
Submitting a request through the application form does not guarantee a housing
assignment. We cannot meet all of your requests and preferences.
There are no health nurses or medical professionals in the dormitories. In case of
illness or injury, you will generally need to visit a hospital on your own.
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4. Move-in Days and Reception Hours
Move-in Days for the dormitories for exchange students:
March 24" (Tue), 25" (Wed), 2026
Reception Hours: 9:00~17:00
Reception Hours after the move-in days: 9:00~16:00
(Weekdays only)

* Please move in on the designated move-in days above.

* If moving in on the above days makes it difficult, please contact us beforehand.

* No dorm fees are charged unless you move into a dormitory. (For the sake of
expediency, the term of stay in the dormitory shall start from March 24", 2026,
on the Agreement. However, the fees will be charged based on your actual
schedule.)

* No pick-up service from the airports to our dormitories is provided. You need to
come to our dormitory on your own.

* For any reason, you may not enter your dormitory on weekends, national holidays,
or anytime before the move-in days above. Please check the Japanese calendar
and the latest information about entering Japan before booking your flight(s).

* The Admission Number on the Q6, must have been informed via your program
coordinator. It is a 5-character code consisting of an alphabet letter followed by 4
digits printed in the acceptance letter. (Ex. U1234 or G1234 or T1234) If you
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already have a student ID number at Waseda University, please put it here.

* Please make sure to check if a confirmation e-mail is delivered to your registered
e-mail address. It might be stored in your junk box. If you do not receive any e-
mail from us, please contact us within 24 hours or before the form closes.

* If you cannot submit the questionnaire due to system trouble or other reasons,
please contact us during the application period. Please be aware that we cannot
consider your system troubles/situations if those are reported to us after the due
date.
