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<Abstract>
Among the various education methods, lecturing to large groups is the most difficult. Faculty
complain that “students talk too much among themselves” and that “distributing materials and
grading reports is hard work.” However, there is data that suggests that the level of student
satisfaction actually increases when the class size exceeds 150. If we can understand the particular
characteristics of lecturing to large groups, and make use of the large groups to our advantage, then
it will be possible to change the atmosphere of the class. In the following, we shall introduce 30
teaching techniques that are applicable to anyone, and consider methods for making large-group
lectures more attractive. This is not only for those responsible for lecturing to large groups; I also
hope for participation by those with plans to do so in the near future.
