Title: “Equal Lives”

Everyone’s life i1s equally valuable. This proposition is taken to be
self-evidently true, and every workable ethical theory agrees to it. I will
argue that it is evidently false through examining three contexts: (1)
distribution of health care resource, (2) the value of a statistical life, and (3)
the value of a future person. My claim points to a fundamental
methodological problem in ethical theory, which I call the "bootstrapping
problem”. I will explain what it is to be the bootstrapping problem.

I will introduce a case study on the cult
ritual of Ancient Egypt through archaeological evidence of my excavation in
Egypt. Then the archaeological evidence of the ritual will be discussed with
the Ancient Egyptian religious texts in order to understand the specific

ritual practice at the site.
