"Articles", etc.

After searching, you can narrow down your search results with "Tweak your
results" such as languages or material types.

@ Sign in / My Library

If you belong to Waseda University, please sign in to WINE.

You can:

- browse ALL results including restricted contents.

- save your search results ("My Favorites").

- view and renew the due dates of the materials you borrowed ("My Library").
- place a hold on an item or request an item.

Databases include newspaper databases (Asahi, Yomiuri, Mainichi, Nikkei, the
world’s major papers), article databases (Web of Science, Scopus, CiNii Articles),
dictionaries, etc.

E-Journals include Nature, Science and other essential academic and
professional journals published in Japan and overseas countries.

E-Books include encyclopedias, dictionaries, classic literature, academic books
(eBook Collection, SpringerLink, Ebook Central, Maruzen eBook Library), etc.
